1a. Aussie ROCKSCHOOL Training Band:

Students begin their Aussie ROCKSCHOOL career in a Training Band, and work their way through the A.R.S curriculum / training systems, to a level where they can confidently perform to a large size audience. 

Participants learn about Cover Music, Original Music and Music Industry Skills (Certificate one / two in 'Music Industry'). An average size Training Band has approximately 8-12 participants. An average participation time in a 'Training band' is approximately 2-3 years.

1b. Aussie ROCKSCHOOL Training Band (Music Class format):
Students begin their Aussie ROCKSCHOOL career in a Training Band, and work their way through the A.R.S curriculum / training systems, to a level where they can confidently perform to a large size audience. 

The Music Class format has been designed for students that don’t have access to specialist ‘modern music’ education. Eg. Small Schools, Regional and Remote Communities etc.

Participants receive medium group instrumental tuition, they learn about Cover Music, Original Music and Music Industry Skills (Certificate one / two in 'Music Industry'). 

An average size Training Band (Music Class format) has an average of approximately 15 participants (up to 25 participants). An average participation time in a 'Training band' is approximately 3 years.

2. Aussie ROCKSCHOOL Project Band:

The Aussie ROCKSCHOOL project Band program has been designed to ensure a career pathway for 'graduates' of the training band program. 
Project Band participants receive mentoring from a group of Professional Musicians to develop their skills in Cover and Original band performance and to work towards nationally recognised accreditation (Certificate 1-4 in Music Industry). 

Very specific goal setting and 'Co-Management' is also a feature of this program. *Project bands are 'normal size' bands. *An average of 5 participants in each project band.
There are currently two ways that an Aussie ROCKSCHOOL project Band is created - a. Lengthy student participation in an Aussie ROCKSCHOOL Training Band or b. The creation of a 'project band' (an Audition process will take place to select the right members for a project band).

a. Rock Band Training (Cover and Original Songs)

b. Co-Management (to enable bands to increase their performance opportunities / skills, and to pass on band management skills so they can become 'self-sufficient')

c. Recording / Film Clip Making

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Your Aussie ROCKSCHOOL course will be as follows (approximately) - 55% Rock Band Training, 10% Co-Management, 25% Recording / Film Clip Making, 10% Music Technology, Music Business & Performance opportunities.
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3. Aussie ROCKSCHOOL Career BAND -New!!
The Aussie ROCKSCHOOL 'Career Band' program, has been designed to ensure a career pathway for 'graduates' of the project band program. 
Career Band participants are constantly 'in the studio', recording demo versions of their original songs. They also focus on creating Demo film clips to accompany their recordings. Participants will work towards presenting a C.D Launch at the end of each year of study. 
A goal for this course is 10-20 demo songs / year, a 6 song ep (and a CD launch), and the creation and presentation of at least two demo film clips. 
All students are able have a taste of what it's like to be a professional recording artist! 
Participants receive mentoring from a group of Professional Musicians to develop their skills in mostly Original Music. 
Students are able to work towards Nationally recognised accreditation (Certificate 1-4 in Music Industry).Self management is also a goal of this course. *Career bands are 'normal size' bands. An average of 5 participants in each project band.
There are currently three ways that an Aussie ROCKSCHOOL career Band is created - a. Successful completion of the Project Band course or b. The creation of a 'project band' (an Audiiton process will take place to select the right members for a project band) or 3. Application to LMA / Aussie ROCKSCHOOL. *For already existing 'experienced' young bands.

Your Aussie ROCKSCHOOL course will be as follows (approximately) - 10% Rock Band Training, 75% recording / Film clip Making, 15% Music technology, Music Business & Performance opportunities.
